For those who are interested, The Mason-Rice, Angier, Zervas & Peirce PTOs are hosting a discussion with Dr. Ross Greene, author of “The Explosive Child”, Collaborative Problem Solving for Children & Adolescents, at 7:00 pm, Mason -Rice Elementary School Auditorium.

Children with social, emotional and behavioral challenges are frequently misunderstood and often do not respond to standard treatments. As a result, they can develop adversarial relationships with parents, teachers, peers and siblings. What is going on for these kids and how can we help them? Dr. Greene will lead discussion on how parents and adults can help children build their frustration tolerance and develop the cognitive skills they need to solve problems with flexibility and creativity.
